Beavers can swim at an average of five miles per hour.

A beaver can stay underwater for approximately fifteen minutes
before coming up for air.
Beavers eat bark, roots, leaves and twigs.
The nose and ears of a beaver have valves that close when they go
underwater.

A beaver's offspring are called kits.
